Assemble the Base: Use 2 x Foot Bracket A &
Foot Bracket A and connect with Metal Bar No. @
and No. @ x 2, to create a rectangle.

Insert 4 x No. @ Bars into the base. Attach 2 x Side
bars 5F by screwing them to the frame. As you attach
the lower bars attach the Cross support bars @ to the
back of the frame with the screw .

m Insert 4 x No. @ Bars into the lower section.
‘ Make sure you have used the correct bars for
the lower and upper sections.

Attach 2 x /A connectors at the top of the frame,
making sure that the arrow is pointing upwards.
Insert 1 x No. @ Bar to complete the frame.
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Complete the frame by adding
the remaining 5F assembly x 4
and screw them to the frame.

Attach the other end of the
cross-support bars @ to
complete the X support
structure at the back.
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Assemble 6 x front shelf bars. There are two different
lengths. Attach 2 x Plastic connectors LA on each of
the poles. Then attach to frame by pushing into place.
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Place the shelves in position
and secure with the clips,
position at the front and back
of each shelf.

Individual shelf sections can
be removed to allow plants
to grow through from one
level to another.
